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Sikkim University, established by an Act of Parliament of India, came into existence on 2 July 2007. The 
first Vice-Chancellor of Sikkim University was Prof. Mahendra P. Lama of Jawaharlal Nehru University 
(2 July 2007 to 13 October 2012), and the second Vice-Chancellor was Prof. Tanka B. Subba from North 
Eastern Hill University (14 October 2012 to 15 October 2017). Both of them are internationally well-
recognized academicians, scholars and teachers in their respective disciplines. 

The University had three major activities at the early stage: to innovatively draft all the rules, 
regulations, ordinances and statutes; to design semester system in affiliated colleges of Sikkim 
University, and to design the inter-disciplinary academic programmes.Immediately after the 
establishment, the University undertook to assess the teaching and infrastructural conditions in various 
colleges in Sikkim and introduced the first Semester System in under-graduate courses in all affiliated 
Colleges of Sikkim University since 8 July 2008. 

The University started the first Post-graduate courses in 4 departments: Microbiology, Sociology, 
International Relations and Peace and Conflict Studies & Management in September 2008 with less than 
20 students. Today we have 32 full-fledged academic departments with Master, MPhil and PhD 
programme with more than 165 faculty members, 115 non-teachings staff and 2060 students. Due to 
dynamic leadership and distinct visionary, both Prof. Lama and Prof. Subba contributed tirelessly for the 
development of the University. We salute them and remember them forever in the history of Sikkim 
University. 

As one of the founding members of Sikkim University, I saw and faced many ups and downs during 
the development process of our University. Despite of many challenges and hurdles, we have a strong 
team spirit working as a family which comprises highly qualified and committed teachers drawn from 
different universities/institutions, well experienced statutory and administrative officers, hard working 
and dedicated non-teaching staff and competitive-oriented students in our University. We are working to 
achieve the goal and to make Sikkim University as one of the leading academic and research hubs in the 
country, and to create well-trained human resources to be absorbed all-over the world.

Shri Pramod Kumar Singh completed his term as Finance Officer. Shri Debasish Pal has joined as 
new Finance Officer of the University on 11 October 2017.

Each year Sikkim University has several 
milestones to witness.

Location and Means of Transport

The University is currently functioning from 33 
hired buildings in and around Gangtok. There are 
4 hired buses, which ply in and around Gangtok 
where the various departments of the University 
are located to transport the students and staff. At 
present construction of academic buildings, 
adminatration blocks and library is going in the 
University permamnt within an area of 300 acre at 
Yangang in South Sikkim, which is 56 kms from 
Gangtok. 

The nearest airport for visiting the University 
is Bagdogra, about 8 kms from Siliguri city 
located in foothills of Darjeeling. The distance 
between nearest airport and Gangtok is about 124 
kms. A helicopter service is operated by the 
Sikkim Tourism Development Corporation daily 
between Bagdogra and Gangtok. Taxis are also 
available for travel between Bagdogra Airport 
and Gangtok. The nearest railway station is New 
Jalpaiguri Station, which is also about 125 kms 
from Gangtok. All trains to and from Northeast 
India stop at this station. Gangtok is connected by 
road with Siliguri, Darjeeling and Kalimpong by 
National Highway 10. There are regular Sikkim 
Nationalized Transport buses plying between 
Gangtok and Sikkim. Private buses and light 
vehicles can also be hired from Siliguri and 
Bagdogra for coming to Sikkim.

Institutions in the 
areas surrounding Sikkim, Darjeeling hills, Terai 
and other parts of India were sensitized for the 
admission process that generated a huge response. 
A total of 60 students were distributed fellowship 
at the rate of Rs.3000/month on the basis of merit 
cum means. Similarly, 57 full-freeship and 70 
half-freeship were awarded for the needy 
students. A total of 94 % of applicants were able to 
secure one or the other type of scholarship. M.Phil 
and Ph.D scholars who were not in receipt of other 
fellowship were eligible for Non-NET fellowship 
while other scholars got any of the Rajeev 
Gandhi, ICSSR, DST or Moulana Azad 

Fellowship. 
Central Library
The library, which came intobeing during 
February 2008is yet to complete its first decade of 
its growth. Today, it is comparable to any good 
academic libraries of the country so far as its 
modernization and introduction of services are 
concerned. It has been the priority of the 
University right from thebeginning to develop a 
good modern library.It had introduced RFID 
technology, with automatic circulation and 
security system as early as in 2012 which is ISO 
certified with the facilityof self check-in, check-
out, online reservation and renewal of books. It 
provides web-enabled accessibility to its all 
resources within the campus as well as 
outsidewithOnline Public Catalogue of printed 
books, serial holdings and e-books. Whole 
Library premises are Wi-Fi enabled with good 
speed of connectivity. Now library has its own 
website with Apps enabling the users to access 
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library resources on their mobiles anywhere any 
time.At present, library has more than 45,500 
books with the subscription of more than 240 
journals to supplement the e-resources available 
under UGC–Infonet(Shodhsindu) and Delcon 
consortiums. The Library also has a small 
collection of 1178 Braille books to be further 
strengthened. Library also subscribesto some 
databases like IndiaStat, Economic Outlook 
(CMIE) and Psyc ARTICLES to supplement these 
resources.During 2016-17, 1583 books were 
added in Library including 585 E-books, 698 
printed books and 300 gratis 585.The contents of 
all issues of the journals available in the library 
was planned to be digitized for archival and 
accessing articles from the hard copies. These 
contents have been made searchable under 
DSpace platform. This was initiated for present 
and future use of printed journals available in the 
library.

Establishment Matters 
University started three new departments in the 
year 2016 ie department of Bhutia, department of 
Lepcha and department of Limbu for imparting 
master programme in Bhutia, Lepcha and Limbu 
languages respectively.Two Professors on 
contract in departments of Mathematics and 
Geology respectively, eight faculty members of 
three new language departments and 44 guest 
faculty were engaged during the year. 
University prepared Reservation rosters for 
SC,ST & OBC and PWD on the basis of latest 
orders of Govt. of India on the subject with the 
help of external expert, Dr. H.S. Rana.All 
procurements with an estimated value of Rs. 2 
lakhs or above have been carried out through e-
tendering by publishing at central public 
p r o c u r e m e n t  p o r t a l  o f  G o v t .  o f  
India.Ambulance was procured to attend to 
medical emergencies of students' and staff 
members. Cashless medical facility to the 
students continued during 2016-17 at Central 
Referral Hospital, Gangtok. Designing and 
development of new web site of the University 
was undertaken.For implementation of official 
language policy, University continues to issue all 
Notifications, Office Orders, Sanction Orders, 
Leave Sanction Orders and Circulars bilingually 
(Hindi and English).

Finance
The University Grants Commission has released 

thRs. 232.57 crore during the entire 12  Plan period 
and the sum of recurring and non-recurring 
expenditure during the plan period ended on 31-3-
2017 was Rs. 218.76 crore. Though there is period 
of extension for utilization of unspent amount 
upto 30.09.2017 for procurement of Equipment 
and other infrastructure except buildings and two 
years extension for Building projects. During this 
year the amount of General Development 
Assistance from Central Government through 
UGC was Rs. 40.80 crore compare to Rs. 34.02 
crore in the preceding year. The Academic receipts 
were Rs. 1.58 crore compare to last year receipts of 
Rs.1.44 crore. So there is an increase of 9.72% in the 
academic receipts. The University has other receipts 
to the tune of Rs.5.14 crore, which is much lower than 
the previous year. There is a steady increase in the 
expenditure also in all the major heads, manpower 
expenses was Rs. 27.31 core compare to Rs.23.29 
crore in the previous year, which is almost 17% 
enhancement in this head. Similarly there is an 
increase of 10-12% in other heads expenses e.g. 
Academic Expenses, Administrative and General 
expenses etc. Moreover, there are 31 numbers of 
running research projects  across  the  
Departmentfunded by DST, DBT, UGC, ICSSR, etc. 
with this year grants of Rs. 5.05 core. The University 
has earned around Rs.8.00 lakhs by way of overhead 
from these research projects. In addition to above 
research project grants the university has received 
direct fellowship grants of Rs. 74.05 lakhs from 
different funding agencies. The amount of overhead 
earning is being utilized for Research award project 
to young teachers and best publication award to 
teachers. During the year around 298 students got 
benefited with the financial support of Rs.14.01 lakh.

Examination
The Examination Department is one of the key 
nerve centres of the University. During the period 
under report, the department conducted the 
routine end semester examinations both at the 
university departments and at the affiliated 
colleges and ensured, to the extent feasible, fast 
processing of the results for the benefit of the 
concerned students.At the instance of the 
department, rules and regulations on conduct of 
examinations has also been amended and relevant 
updates incorporated to make the system more 
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transparent, quality oriented and operation 
friendly. The department has been one of the key 
contributors towards successful organization of 
the fourth convocation of the university.The 
department did facilitate conduct of the 
centralized admission test conducted by the 
university at five (5) different centres at three 
different states and managed to process the results 
of the tests conducted at the least possible time to 
enable speeding up the admission process. The 
department has now activated its examination 
automation system to facilitate full online 
registration form and examination application 
form processing of students to speed up the 
mechanism for processing these records 
smoothly and in an error free manner.The 
department has put in place the system of online 
generation of Hall Tickets for all students at the 
affiliated colleges and departments to provide 
them faster and a click on the button service.The 
examination department as part of its regular 
workload did engage in preparing various data 
sheets as and when required for their onward 
submission to the concerned authorities such as 
the UGC, the MHRD and such other government 
or statutory bodies.The processes leading to 
notification of M.Phil/Ph.D results have been 
synchronized and speeded up to make it more 
students friendly. 

Campus Development
Sikkim University is not having its own campus 
as yet. It is functioning from a number of hired 
buildings in and around Gangtok spread over 11 
kms.  It, therefore, poses a number of challenges 
to deal with on day-to-day basis. University has 
been able to achieve the following during year 
2016-17: Construction of Boundary Wall of the 
permanent campus at Yangang, South Sikkim 
with length of approx 6 kms was completed on 

st31  October 2016 at a total cost of Rs. 12.12 Cr. 
The executing agency for the work was 
Department of Building and Housing, Govt. of 

rd
Sikkim.On 23  November 2016 University 
signed a contract with M/s NCC Ltd., for 
constriction of Package 1, Phase-1 of campus at 
total cost of Rs. 106.45 Cr. This package consists 
of structural works (excluding finishing items) for 

three buildings –Administrative Building, 
Library Building and one Faculty Building along 
with the Main Gate and the peripheral roads to the 
three buildings. Upto March 2017 M/S NCC Ltd., 
has mobilized all resources for the work and 
excavation of foundation footings for the three 
buildings has been started. Project is supervised 
by the M/S TCE Ltd., as project Management 
Consultant.

Metro Point, Gangtok. The chief guest on the 
occasion was Hon'ble Shri Shriniwas Patil, 
Governor of Sikkim & Chief Rector of the 
University.On the occasion, the foundation day 
lecture was delivered by Prof David R. Syiemlieh, 
Member, Union Public Service Commission on 
“Higher Education and its Challenges”. The 
programme was followed by felicitation to 
faculty members with “Research and Publication 
Award” under Science and Humanities & Social 
Sciences category. Non-teaching staff with 
“Performance Award” and students with “Best 
Student Award” were also felicitated on the 
occasion.The programme was presided by 
Hon'ble Vice-Chancellor Prof. T.B. Subba and 
was attended by invited guests, students, staff, 
off icers  and faculty members of  the 
University.The celebration concluded with an in 
house cultural programme.

(AIST) of Japan as Chief Guest and Dr. Sunil 
Kaul, Chief Senior Research Scientist of AIST, 
Japan as Guest of Honour. Prof. Jyoti Prakash 
Tamang, Dean, School of Life Sciences, Sikkim 
University and Coordinator of Bioinformatics

b) Projects: The Centre will invite project 
proposal through open advertisements on 
the areas mentioned above.

c) Holding Conferences: Workshops 
(including Research Methodology 
Workshops), Lectures and Networking.

d) Sponsoring Academic Field Visits 
(including Senior PhD Scholars).

e) Publication: Publications of books, 
monographs, journals, newsletters shall 
also be undertaken as part of academic 
activity of MACNES, SU.

Presently, the Maulana Azad Centre for North-
East Studies is engaged in publishing a quarterly 
newsletter titled Bodhi. Two issues have already 
been published. The Centre is also working 
towards a book on Sikkim. The coordinator of the 
Centre is Dr. Manish and the two Research 
Assistants under him are Shruti Chettri and Nikita 
Rai.The Centre is currently located at Kazi Road, 
Gangtok.

Bioinformatics Centre funded by Department of 
Biotechnology, Government of India at Science 
Building of Sikkim University was inaugurated by 
the Vice-Chancellor of Sikkim University Prof. 
T.B. Subba and virtual lab of Sikkim-unit of 
DAILAB by Dr. Ohmiya of AIST and VC in 
presence of Dr. Sunil Kaul of AIST, Japan and 
Prof. J.P. Tamang on 26 October 2016. 
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The proposal to set up a Centre for Endangered 
Languages (CEL) in Sikkim University was 
approved by the University Grants Commission 
(UGC) in April 2014. Consequently, Sikkim 
University completed the constitution of 
Advisory Board, Coordination Committee, and 
Purchase Committee along with the appointment 
of the coordinator and the auditor, opening of the 
bank account and allotment of physical space for 
CEL and basic office amenities. On fulfilling the 
UGC's terms and conditions, the approved fund 
was transferred to the CEL on November 2015.

The first Advisory Board meeting of the 
CEL was held on 20 May 2016 at Sikkim 
University. 
The Advisory Board suggested starting the work 
of documenting the three languages viz. Bhujel, 
Gurung and Magar. Following the UGC's 
directives, the CEL made a nation wide 
advertisement to recruit its human resource.  
Consequently, written examinations and 
interviews were conducted in November and 
December 2016. A second round of written 
examinations for some unfilled posts in February 
2017 followed it. A total of 11 people were 
recruited in the CEL.  The second Advisory Board 
meeting was held on 25 April 2017 at Sikkim 
University. 

The CEL created a profile of the 
community, demographic details, literature 
survey and review, and compiled bibliography of 
the works on these communities and their 
languages from the secondary sources. A set of 
questionnaires was specifically compiled to 
collect sociolinguistic information of the speech 
community, language endangerment index, word 
list and basic sentences. The questionnaires were 
adapted and translated into Nepali, a lingua franca 
in Sikkim in order to ease the data elicitation 
process in the field.

The Centre conducted a five-day 
“Orientation cum Workshop on Field Survey and 
Techniques” from 24-28 April, 2017. With a 
primary objective to provide academic and 
practical orientation to fieldworkers generally on 
data elicitation techniques and annotation, Prof.

It was followed by 
the pilot field  surveys on Bhujel, Gurung and 
Magar languages in June to August 2017.The data 
collected are digitised, annotated, archived, and 
analysed.  The pilot survey reports are prepared. 
Currently, the CEL is in the midst of process of 
procuring documentation, recording equipments 
and other necessary equipments has been initiated 
through the national bidding process following 
the Sikkim University norms.

About the Library 
The library, which came intobeing during 
February 2008is yet to complete its first decade of 
its growth. It is still in its early stage of 
development and growth.During its early 2-3 
years, the library had only 3 staff 
members to begin its operation. It 
was only in2015 that some 
professional posts were filled up. 
Nevertheless, during the last 3-4 
years, it has made significant 
developments in its services to the 
users by introducing many new 
services and facilities.Today, it is 
comparable to any good academic 
libraries of the country so far as its 
modernization and introduction of 
services are concerned. It has been 
the priority of the University right 
from thebeginning to develop a good 
modern library.Though, being a 
newly established, housed in a 
rented building, functioning with 
minimum staff strength, library is 
fullyequipped with good infrastructure and 
services. It had introduced RFID technology, with 
automatic circulation&security system as early as 
in 2012 which is ISO certified with the facilityof 
self check-in, check-out, online reservation and 
renewal of books.
It provides web-enabled accessibility to its all 
resources within the campus as well as 
outsidewithOnline Public Catalogue of printed 
books, serial holdings and e-books. Whole 
Library premises are Wi-Fi enabled with good 
speed of connectivity. For security purpose, all the 
floors of the library are fitted with CCTV with 
electronic exit gate which prevents any 
unauthorized document to be taken out from the 
library. Now library has its own website with 
Apps enabling the users to access library 
resources on their mobiles anywhere any time.

Library Collection
The first priority and basic function of the library 
has been to develop a good library collection, 
meeting the information needs of its 32academic 
departments. At present, library has more than 

45,500 books with the subscription of more than 
240 journals to supplement the e-resources 
available under UGC -Infonet(Shodhsindu) and 
Delcon consortiums. The Library also has a small 
collection of 1178 Braille books to be further 
strengthened. Library also subscribesto some 
d a t a b a s e s  l i k e  I n d i a S t a t ,  E c o n o m i c  
Outlook(CMIE) and PsycARTICLES to 
supplement these resources.

Addition during the year
To catch up with the time and the trend towards  e-
resources in the present digital era, library took the 
initiative to introduce e-books to its  users. Option 
of selection of some limited number of books was 
given to each department to select only 50 titles 
useful to teaching and research. Finally, books 
from three publishers; namely Taylor & Francis, 
Pearson and Sage were purchased underthe 
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perpetual access terms and conditions of licensing 
agreement. The selection of e-books was also 
done from Springer Nature but purchase could not 
be affectedduring the year.

All books acquired during the year were 
technically processed and added to web-enabled 
online catalogue.

Services
Library isopen to all for consultation.However, 
regular membership  is given to its own students, 
faculty and staff. A single user membership was 
also provided to all the affiliated colleges with the 
facility of issuing of limited number of books. 
Remote access to use library resources was 
extended to the faculty of affiliated colleges on 
receiving requests from them.

User Education Programme

After the enrolment of students in the month of 
July, 2016, school-wise user education 
programme of two weeks duration wasconducted 

which was attended by new as well as old students 
including some faculty members. The main 
objective of the programmewas to familiarize 
students with the resources and the services of the 
library and make them comfortable, confidant and 
independent in using library resources. The 
programme was made compulsory to all the 

students as a pre-condition to get library 
membership. Library membership was only given 
to those who had attended the programme. The 
response of the students was more encouraging 
with better results compared to previous year.
The contents of the programme for MPhil and 
PhD students were differently designed to 
introduce them to search strategies and 
familiarize them with various databases available 
to them under differentplatforms.

New Initiatives

Current Content Service

Digitization ofCurrentContents of Journalswas 
initiated to promote the usage of journals being 

subscribed by the library. The contents of all 
issues of the journals available in the library was 
planned to be digitized for archival and accessing 
articles from the hard copies. These contents have 
been made searchable under DSpace platform. 
This was initiated for present and future use of 
printed journals available in the library.

Institutional Repository
The institutional repository was further 
strengthened by addingrecords on institutional 
publications, open access e-books, administrative 
documents and other resources useful to the 
University with special reference to literature on 
Himalayan studies and North East India.

Technical Services
Descriptive and Copy Cataloguing
Most of the books are being brought out under 
editorial direction with chapters written by 
different authors. Providing access to each

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chapter and the author of the chapter has been the 
problem in cataloguing. In view of this, content 
pages of the books were made as part of the 
catalogue with free text searching facility. This 
has multiplied the access points of the book.  
Copy cataloging of newly added books from 
Library of Congress, British Library, Columbia 
University and other national and international 
catalogues was preferred to save manpower and 
also ensuring more authenticity of accuracy of 
records.

Integrated Remote Access
Library under the platform of KNIMBUS started 
providing remote access to multiple information 
resources from a single window. All-important 
publishers' products were integrated for remote 
access.

Finance is the most important part of the overall 
system of any organization. The year 2016-17 will 
be remembered as an important year of the 
economic affairs of the Indian union. It was the 

th
end year of 12  Five years Plan and perhaps the 
end year of five years plan system. It is also 
important to the Sikkim University because we 
have finally succeeded to place work order for 
construction of three new buildings in our new 
campus at Yangang after so many hurdles. The 
University Grants Commission has released Rs. 

th232.57 crore during the entire 12  Plan period and 
the sum of recurring and non-recurring 
expenditure during the plan period ended on 31-3-
2017 was Rs. 218.76 crore. Though there is period 
of extension for utilization of unspent amount 
upto 30.09.2017 for procurement of Equipment 
and other infrastructure except buildings and two 
years extension for Building projects. 

During this year the amount of General 
Development Assistance from Central 
Government through UGC was Rs. 40.80 crore 
compare to Rs. 34.02 crore in the preceding year. 
The Academic receipts were Rs. 1.58 crore 
compare to last year receipts of Rs.1.44 crore. So 
there is an increase of 9.72% in the academic 
receipts. The University has other receipts to the 
tune of Rs.5.14 crore, which is much lower than 
the previous year. There is a steady increase in the 
expenditure also in all the major heads, 
manpower expenses was Rs. 27.31 core compare 
to Rs.23.29 crore in the previous year, which is 
almost 17% enhancement in this head. Similarly 
there is an increase of 10-12% in other heads 
e x p e n s e s  e . g .  A c a d e m i c  E x p e n s e s ,  
Administrative and General expenses etc. A snap 
short of head wise income and expenditure is 
given below:
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Moreover, there are 31 numbers of running 
research projects across the schools funded by 
DST, DBT, UGC, ICSSR, etc. with this year grants 
of Rs. 5.05 core. The University has earned around 
Rs.8.00 lakhs by way of overhead from these 
research projects. In addition to above research 
project grants the university has received direct 
fellowship grants of Rs. 74.05 lakhs from different 
funding agencies. The amount of overhead earning is 
being utilized for Research award project to young 
teachers and best publication award to teachers.  

The process of acquisition of land and 
construction of new campus at Yangang was 
started few years before but finally the work order 
for the construction of three new building was 
placed on November 2016. It is an important 

achievement of the University authority to starts 
the building work in the new campus. University 
is also trying to support some financial benefits to 
students by way of giving exemption of tuition fees, 
half-freeship, full-freeship and monthly stipend. 
During the year around 298 students got benefited 
with the financial support of Rs.14.01 lakh.

The annual accounts of the University for the 
Year 2016-17 will be presented in separate 
volume, which reflects the details of all such 
transactions. The current year Annual Accounts 
together the auditor's report will be placed before 
the House of Parliament with the time limit of 
MHRD after the approval of the other authorities 
of the University.

• At the instance of the department, rules 
and regula t ions  on conduct  of  
examinations has also been amended and 
relevant updates incorporated to make the 
system more transparent, quality oriented 
and operation friendly. 

• The department has been one of the key 
contr ibutors  towards successful  
organization of the fourth convocation of 
the university.

• The department did facilitate conduct of 
the centralized admission test conducted 
by the university at five (5) different 
centres at three different states and 
managed to process the results of the tests 
conducted at the least possible time to 
enable speeding up the admission 
process. This the department could 
achieve despite the acute hardship it faces 
on account of limited infrastructure and 
staff availability.

To carry out the admission process for the 
academic year 2017-18, a working committee for 
admission was formed with the following 
members and DSW as the chairman.

The admission notification for 2017–18 was 
issued on April 17, 2017 and the last date for 
receipt of online application was given till mid-
night of May 10, 2017. After the scrutiny the list of 
eligible candidates along with the centers of 
examination was uploaded on May 16, 2017. The 
advertisement was made for five departments in 
UG, 32 departments in PG, 11 departments in M. 
Phil. and 25 departments in Ph. D. A total of 3290 
applications were received out of which 2147 
candidates were declared eligible for the writing 
the CAT [Central Admission Test].
There were 5 CAT centers namely:
1. Namchi 
2. Gangtok
3. Siliguri
4. Guwahati 
5. Gyalsing

Based on the CAT and selection procedure 
adopted for the M.Phil/Ph.D, the first list of 
selected candidates was declared on June 16, 2017 
and the admission for the first list started on the 
same day and continued till July 3, 2017, and the 
second list was uploaded on July 4, 2017. The 
admission for the second list was carried out from 
5th to 7th July, 2017. The counseling for the 
vacant seat was conducted on July 24, 2017. At the 
end of the admission process, a total of 771 
students have been admitted against the intake 
capacity of 853 which, amounts to the 90.39 %. In 
total 55.77% female candidates and 44.23 % of 
male candidates have been admitted. In the entire 
admission process reservation policy of central 
government was strictly followed.
Hostel admission was carried out by a committee 
consisted of all the wardens and the provost. The 
procedure for the admission was followed 
uniformly for all the allocations. The main criteria 
for the allocation were:
1. Merit
2. Candidate should not be from the 

conglomerate of Gangtok municipality.
3. Reservation as per the central government 

guidelines.
4. UG, PG and research scholars were 

allocated on the ratio of 3:6:1

A total of 135 seats fall vacant [53 male and 82 
female] against which allocations were 
allocations were made through five lists.

Similarly, 57 full-freeship and 70 half-freeship 
were awarded for the needy students. A total of 94 
% of applicants were able to secure one or the 
other type of scholarship. In addition, the 
candidates not fulfilling the merit criteria and 
were at the verge of discontinuing their studies 
due to economic reasons were identified and 
given fellowships on humanitarian grounds. 
M.Phil and Ph.D scholars who were not in receipt 
of other fellowship were eligible for Non-NET 
fellowship while other scholars got any of the 
Rajeev Gandhi, ICSSR, DST or Moulana Azad 
Fellowship.

Guest house of an institution is its face and first 
impression about it. The manner in which an 
organisation goes about the upkeep and 
maintenance of its guesthouse actually often is a 
tell tale description of the health and efficiency of 
its management. In an institution of higher 
learning such as a university this appreciation of 
the role that a guest house can and does ideally 
play makes much sense since such institutions 
regularly keeps receiving guests from various 
nook and corner of the world. 

At Sikkim University, it has been our 
persistent endeavour to provide the best of 
services and facilities we can afford to offer to our 
valued visitors. To fulfil that desire, it has been 
maintaining a fully furnished hired property in the 
Development Area, Gangtok having 18 decent 
rooms for running its guest house. The 
spectacular panoramic view of Gangtok town and 
Paljor stadium as is visible from the guest house 
indeed is truly refreshing. Located at 10 minutes 
of walking distance from MG Marg, the prime 
marketing place of Gangtok, the guest house has 1 
VIP Suite, 2 super deluxe rooms, 15 deluxe rooms 
and can accommodate about 30 plus guests at any 
point of time. The entire building is Wi-Fi enabled 
and each room in it are equipped with LED TV, 
intercom connectivity besides other basic 
amenities such as the cupboard, reading table and 
the likes to make the stay of its esteemed guests 
comfortable. The dining hall at the ground floor is

duly equipped to service the guests with hot, 
healthy and delicious food.  In addition to the 
security guards deployed round the clock, the 
entire building remains under CCTV surveillance 
to ensure that safety and security of the guests get 
never compromised.  The building has a standard 
elevator installed in it and a heavy duty generator 
installed thereat also takes care the outages do not 
cause discomfort to its residents. 

Food is being provided with to the guests 
on demand and at a nominal rate despite the fact 
that its kitchen is run only using the revenue it 
generates from its guests for food it serves. The 
guest house is manned with 1 Receptionist, 2 
Housekeeping staff and a Cook besides the 
security staff deployed therein. In matters of 
booking accommodation at the guest house, the 
guest house management goes by the first cum 
first serve principle and charges a nominal room 
rent. Guests visiting the university on its invite, 
which accounted 80%-90% of the total bookings 
in the year 2016-17, were provided free 
a c c o m m o d a t i o n .  O n l i n e  b o o k i n g  o f  
accommodation through email request is enabled 
and can also be made using the prescribed 
performa provided at the University website 
www.cus.ac.in. Subject to availability, bookings 
are usually confirmed by a return mail. To handle 
such matters and upkeep of records in a more 
proficient manner, the management of the guest 
house has automated its booking and billing 
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process recently. 
Managing the guest house, as is always, 

was a major concern for the University even in the 
year 2016-17.  No doubt that that the facility and 
the service quality provided at the guest house has 
recorded a steady improvement over the past few 
years, yet, it can hardly be denied that there 
remains a lot of scope to further improve the 

guesthouse. 
A considerable rise in the revenue 

generated from the guests other than the 
university guests has been witnessed in the year 
2016-17 which substantiates the fact that our 
guest house has been able to provide decent 
service and attract guests willing to avail the 
facility even on payment basis.
