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Sikkim University was established by an Act of 
the Parliament of India and came into being on 2 
July 2007, when  the President of India appointed 
Professor Ashesh Prosad Mitra of National Physical 
Laboratory of CSIR and Professor Mahendra P. Lama 
of Jawaharlal Nehru University as first Chancellor 
and first Vice-Chancellor for a term of five years w.e.f 
2 July 2007, respectively. Unfortunately, the first 
Chancellor, the renowned Indian scientist Prof. A.P. 
Mitra, passed away on 3 September 2007 at the age 
of 81. Following his sad demise, the eminent scientist 
Dr. M.S. Swaminathan was appointed Chancellor of 
Sikkim University. Professor Tanka B. Subba of the 
North Eastern Hill University was appointed the 
second Vice-Chancellor of Sikkim University and 
joined duties on 15 October 2012. He completed his 
5-year term on 13 October 2017. Justice Ruma Pal 
served as Chancellor of the University from 2012-2017.

Professor Jyoti Prakash Tamang, Dean of the School 
of Life Sciences senior-most Professor, served as 
Vice-Chancellor of Sikkim University in an officiating 
capacity between 15 October 2017 and 8 October 
2018, Professor Avinash Khare of Delhi University has 
taken charge as Vice-Chancellor, Sikkim University, 
from 9 October 2018. 

Sikkim University was established to fulfill the 
following objectives:

i) to disseminate and advance knowledge by 
providing instructional and research facilities in 
such branches of learning as it may deem fit.

ii) to make provisions for integrated courses in 
humanities, natural and physical sciences, social 
sciences, forestry and other allied disciplines in 
the educational programmes of the University.

iii) to take appropriate measures for promoting 
innovations in teaching-learning process, inter-
disciplinary studies and research.

iv) to educate and train manpower for the 
development of the State of Sikkim, and

v) to pay special attention to the improvement of 
the social and economic conditions and welfare 
of the people of the State, and promote their 
intellectual, academic and cultural development.

The University aims at becoming one of the leading 
academic and research hubs in the country, to create 

well-trained human resources of high calibre who can 
be absorbed in professional capacities throughout 
India and the world.

Location and Means of Transport
The University is currently functioning from34 rented 
buildings in and around Gangtok. The University has 
hired 4 buses, which ply on working days to transport 
students and staff on National Highway 10, between 
Kazi Road above Gangtok and the 7th Mile below 
Gangtok, where the departments of the University are 
located. The University is constructing a permanent 
campus on a 300-acre site at Yangang in South 
Sikkim, around 56 kms from Gangtok. Construction 
is underway at present on one academic building, 
one administrative block and the library. 

The major airport used by visitors to the University 
is at Bagdogra, located about 8 km from Siliguri city 
which in turn lies at a distance of 120km from Gangtok, 
Sikkim, and is located in foothills of Darjeeling District 
in West Bengal. Sikkim’s new greenfield airport 
was inaugurated on 28 September 2018 at Pakyong, 
East Sikkim, at a distance of 30 km from Gangtok. 
Scheduled commercial flights connecting Pakyong to 
Kolkata commenced operating from 4 October 2018. 
Sikkim Tourism Development Corporation operates 
a daily helicopter service between Bagdogra and 
Gangtok. Gangtok is connected by road via National 
Highway 10 to Siliguri, Darjeeling and Kalimpong 
. Taxis on hire are available for travel between 
Bagdogra Airport, Siliguri and Gangtok. The nearest 
railway station serving the region is New Jalpaiguri 
Junction, located about 125 km away from Gangtok. 
All trains connecting to and from Northeast India 
stop at this railway station. There are regular Sikkim 
Nationalized Transport bus-routes plying between 
Gangtok and Sikkim, besides which private buses 
and light vehicular transport can also be hired at 
Bagdogra and Siliguri for getting to Sikkim.

From the 3290 applications for admissions received, 
2147 candidates were declared eligible for writing 
the CAT [Central Admission Test]. For the 2017-18 
academic session, 83 students were enrolled under 
different under-graduate programmes, 603 students 
under post-graduate programmes, 21 research 
students were enrolled under different M.Phil 
programmes and 64 research students under different 
Ph.D programmes, totalling 771 students (90.4%) 
students against the aggregate intake capacity of 853 
for the year. Of the total student admissions, 430 
(55.8%) candidates were female and 341 (44.2%) 
were male. In addition. A total of 135 Hostel seats 
(53 for male students and 82 for female students) fell 
vacant during the year. Allocations against these were 
made through five successive lists. The reservation 
policies of the Central Government The reservation 
policies of the Central Government have been adhered 
to entirely during the admission process.

A total of 65 Sikkim University students were awarded 
full fellowships of Rs.3000 per month each, on the 

merit-cum-means principle. Another 64 full-freeships 
covering all tuition & laboratory fees, and 128 half-
freeships covering 50% of tuition & laboratory fees, 
were awarded to 192 needy students. Thus, more 
than 95% of the scholarship applicants were able 
to secure financial support in one form or the other. 
Students not fulfilling the merit criteria, who were on 
the verge of discontinuing studies due to economic 
reasons, were also identified and given fellowships 
on humanitarian grounds 

Central Library
The Sikkim University Library came into existence in 
February 2008, and is just completing its first decade 
of growth. Today, the Library offers modern services 
comparable to any good academic library anywhere 
in the country. After introducing RFID-enabled 
technology as early as in 2012, the Library offers 
ISO certified self-check-out and check-in facilities 
in order to facilitate independent lending and return 
of books by students. Book issue is made through 
the RFID–enabled system for an initial period of one 
month, with one-time facilities for online re-issue and 
renewal. Facilities for the online reservation of books 
are also provided. Reminders for overdue books are 
sent to users through SMS messages and e-mails. 

The Library has considerably strengthened its online 
catalogue by combining its holdings of printed and 
e-book materials. The Content pages of books are 
gradually being incorporated into the descriptive 
online catalogue, so that the text on the Content 
pages is also searchable. This offers an integrated 
window for browsing and searching of resources.

Remote access is also provided to registered users to 
access library resources from outside the University 
network. The Library has its own website, along with 
Apps that enable users to access library resources 
from their mobile phones from anywhere at any time. 

The Central Library now has total holdings of 
47,365 books, comprising 46,409 printed volumes 
and 956 e-books, with subscriptions to more than 
240 journals, supplemented by e-resources made 
available under the UGC–Infonet (Shodhsindu) and 
Delcon consortiums. The Library also subscribes to 
some databases like IndiaStat, Economic Outlook 
(CMIE) and Psyc ARTICLES to supplement these 
resources. During 2017-18, 1603 books were added to 
the Library collection, including 1029 printed books, 
446 gratis books,and 128 e-books. The contents pages 
of all journal issues available with the Library are also 
being digitalized for easy archival and access to the 
hard-copy articles. These would be searchable under 
DSpace platform. 

Establishment Matters 
During 2017-18, 31 faculty positions, including 2 
positions of Professors, 9 of Associate Professors 
and 20 of Assistant Professors were filled against 
advertisements published in February and June 2017. 
Additionally, 72 Guest Faculty were engaged during the 
year for various Academic Departments. In addition, 
72 Guest Faculty were engaged during the year for 
various Academic Departments. Shri Debasish Pal 
joined the University as its new Finance Officer on 11 
October 2017. Vacancies in 24 non-teaching positions 
were advertised during the year, against which 20 
incumbents have already joined the University. The 
University maintains Reservation rosters for SC/ST/
OBC and PWD in consonance with the latest orders 
of the Government of India. In implementation of 
the Official Language Policy, the University issues all 
Notifications, Office Orders, Sanction Orders, Leave 
Sanction Orders and Circulars bilingually in English 
and Hindi.

Under the guidance of the in-house Website 
Committee, a new official website for the University 
has been designed and developed using database 
software on an upgraded Content Management 
platform. The design is visitor-friendly, and offers 
convenient user access and navigation through 
website content. A Campus Connect WiFi network 
has been set up at all University buildings with using 
dedicated user IDs and passwords, to limit network 
access only to authorized users. The unified network 
across all University locations allows uniform user 
network-access from all university locations using the 
same access credentials.

A Video Conferencing facility has been introduced 
to cater to all future video-conferencing needs of 
the University, including remote access to addresses 
by dignitaries, meeting proceedings etc. Monitoring 
of the CCTV and Biometric system installed by the 
University has been centralized using existing fibre-
optic cable at the University. This also facilitates 
centralized monitoring of CCTV cameras from the 
Security Office and centralized data retrieval from 
distributed attendance devices installed at various 
locations in the University. Two University buses were 
purchased during 2017-1 to ferry students from and 
between Departments located along a stretch of 11 km 
along the National Highway. An Ambulance facility 
is provided to students and staff, along with cashless 
Medical Facilty at the Central Referral Hospital, 
Gangtok.

Finance
The University received Recurring Grants of Rs. 53.03 
crores from UGC during the year. Of these, Rs.36.51 
crores was meant for payment of Salaries & Staff 
Benefits, representing a rise of 8.85% compared to last 
year’s receipt of Rs. 33.54 crores as Recurring Grants. 
The increase was mainly to support implementation 
of 7th CPC with arrears w.e.f 1st January 2016. 
Receipts on non-salary heads under the Recurring 
Grants amounted to Rs.16.52 crores, compared to Rs. 
18.21 crores in the previous year. There has been a 
significant 9.28 % decrease in grants received under 
this head. During the year, research grants of Rs. 6.43 
crores were received to support 39 research projects 
funded by DST, DBT, UGC, ICSSR, etc. 

Examinations
The Examinations Department is a key nerve 
centre of the University. During the 2017-18 period, 
the department conducted routine End-Semester 
examinations for 1713 students appearing at End 
Semester examinations from University Departments 
and another 9684 students appearing at End 
Semester examinations from affiliated colleges. The 
Examinations Department also ensured, to the extent 
feasible, fast processing of results for the benefit of the 
students concerned. The average duration between 
the conclusion of Examinations and Publication 
of Examination Results in 2017-18 was around 18 
days. The Examinations Department also facilitates 
the conducting of the Centralized Admission Test 
(CAT) conducted by the University at five centres in 
three different states. The results of these tests are 
processed in the minimum possible time in order to 
expedite the admission process.

An automated system has been put in place by the 
Department for the online generation of Hall Tickets 
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for all students at affiliated Colleges and Departments. 
The Examination Department also processes and 
preparing various datasheets as required by the 
University, for onward submission to authorities like 
the UGC, the MHRD and other government/statutory 
bodies.

Campus Development
As Sikkim University does not have its own campus 
as yet, it functions from several hired buildings spread 
over a distance of 11 km descending from Gangtok 
along National Highway 10. The lack of a campus has 
been posing numerous challenges, that the University 
has to deal with on a daily basis. During 2017-18, the 
University has been able to achieve some progress in 
the construction of its permanent campus at Yangang, 
South Sikkim. 

Construction work valued at Rs. 106.45 crore has 
been proceeding on the Administrative building, the 
Library building and one Faculty building at the site of 
the New Campus, along with the principal University 
gate and roads leading to the three buildings. Around 
one-third of construction work had been completed 
by 31 March 2018. Monitoring of construction work is 
done by a Monitoring Committee chaired by the Vice-
Chancellor, with representation from the University, 
local government officials and responsible local 
citizens, which meets almost every month to oversee 
the progress of work.

Activities of NSS 
The National Service Scheme unit of Sikkim 
University was formed in May 2014, and has been 
conducting various programme and activities since 
then. Some the major organizational activities of NSS 
during 2017-18 include participation in International 
Yoga Day programme on 21 June 2017, a voluntary 
Swachhata programme organized by NSS volunteers 
at University Departments between 1-15 August 2017, 
the Swachhta Pakhwada observed at the University 
under MHRD directives between 1-15 September 
2017, the Swacchata Hi Seva programme organized 
between 15 September and 2 October on the the third 
anniversary of the Swachh Bharat Abhiyan. Along 
with faculty, staff, students and local residents, NSS 
volunteers also conducted tree plantation and garbage 
removal around three University Departments to 
improve standards of cleanliness and hygiene. NSS 
volunteers from the University also created public 
awareness about cleanliness and sanitation by visiting 
local markets in the Jalipool and Ranipool area, and 
the Old Age Home at Jalipool. 

A Unity Run from the 6th Mile University Administrative 
Block to the 5th Mile Girls’ Hostel was organized by 
NSS on 31 October on the occasion of National Unity 
Day. On 4 November, a Walkathon over the same 
distance was organized by NSS on the theme of ‘My 
Vision - Corruption Free India’.

Field Training Report 2017-2018

Field Training for PG Geology Department Students of Sikkim University  in the Vindhyan Sedimentary 
Basin in Bihar &Uttar Pradesh states, 11-21 December 2017 
Field training in the sedimentary rock zone of the Vindhyan basin was conducted from 11-21 December in 
the Sasaram, Rohtas, Kaimur and Sonbhadra districts of Bihar and eastern Uttar Pradesh, where the meso- 
Neoproterozoic-age sandstone, limestone and shales of the Vindhyan basin are well exposed.  Lithostratigraphic 
sections of the well-developed sandstone exposures at Tarachandi and Babhani Pahari was explained to students 
to understand how these marine sedimentary rocks have been deposited. The details of facies analysis and 
sedimentary structures preserved in these rocks were also explained. 

Students received training in measuring litho-sections, prepare facies maps and interpreting the depositional 
environment, and in applying these techniques in reconstruction of the basin evolution of Vindhyan Super 
Group. The carbonate deposits and phosphatic shales were examined by them at the limestone and Amjhore 
pyrite mines in the Baulia-Amjhor section of PPCL Mine. These show very good outcrops of folded Rohtas 
Limestone and Bijaygarh Shales. The students prepared the lithocolumns and collected samples for  petrographic 
study. The students also visited the world-renowned Salkhan Stromatolite Fossil Park (see Figures 1 & 2) in 
Sonbhadra district of UP, with nicely preserved outcrops of Semri Group (Lower Vindhyan Limestone). They 
were trained on these field outcrops of stromatolites in the descriptive techniques used for identification on 
the basis of transverse and longitudinal sections. The significance of stromatolites as early evidence of life’s 
evolution on Earth and their astro-biological implications were also explained. 

Figures 1 & 2 show transverse sections of Conophyton cylindricus - an important form of stromatolite recorded in 
all continents of the Earth during the Meso-Proterozoic era. Students were also explained The sedimentological 
evolution of the entire intra-cratonic Vindhyan basin, and the application of stromatolites and microfossils 
found in the Vindhyan basin for biostratigraphy and global correlation was explained to the students.

Field photographs of the Meso-Neoproterozic (1200- 1000 million year old ) stromatolites  preserved in the Salkhan 
Stromatolite Fossil Park in Uttar Pradesh. The stromatolites show the early evidence of life in the Vindhyan basin.

MACNES Activity Report for 2017-18:
The Maulana Azad Centre for North-East Studies (MACNES)) was set up at Sikkim University in 2015 under 
an MoU signed between the Sikkim University and the Maulana Abdul Kalam Azad Institute for Asian Studies 
(MAKAIS), Kolkata. As a late addition to the North-East Council (NEC) as its eighth member, Sikkim has 
its own history to tell, and provides an environment for North-East Studies that is culturally and politically 
diverse.

CEL Activity Report for 2017-18:
An activity report is provided on major activities undertaken at the Centre for Endangered Languages, Sikkim 
University, during 2017-18. Simultaneously with initiation of the CEL project bidding process, work on 
development of a pilot questionnaire and a core lexicon elicitation was undertaken, for which the Centre 
provided staff training on research standards, IPA, etc. during its Workshop on Field Techniques and Tools.

Consolidation of this work was achieved was achieved after translation of materials into Nepali and validation 
of the pilot questionnaire and core lexicon list. After this, pilot field work on the Bhujel, Gurung, Magar, 
Rokdung & Sherpa languages commenced, along with the digitization of field data samples using Flex, Praat 
and Audacity software, followed by splicing of the audio files.

CEL submitted a mid-term report was to the UGC on 3rd August 2017. This was followed by elaboration 
and enrichment of the questionnaire, development of construction-specific questionnaires for grammatical 
fieldwork, and consolidation, translation, validation of the specific questionnaire. Work has commenced on 
grammatical and ethnolinguistic fieldwork relating to the Magar language.

After delivery of required technical equipment to the Centre, CEL collaborated with the Indo-Norwegian 
Cooperation Project and the Scheme for Preservation and Protection of Endangered Languages (SPPEL), 
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Central Institute of Indian Languages (CIIL), in organizing its Second Workshop. The Third CEL Workshop 
was organized at Rajiv Gandhi University, Itanagar.

CEL faculty presented a paper at the international conference on Documentary Linguistics - Asian Perspectives, 
held Hong Kong. CEL personnel were also invited as experts for language documentation activities at 
a Workshop jointly organised by CIIL and NEHU in Shillong. CEL faculty also presented a paper at the 
Conference of the International Linguistic Society of Nepal held at Kathmandu, and attended a Workshop on 
Data Collection organized in Tezpur University

CEL staffers were invited as experts to the Workshop on Tibeto-Burman Phonology organized in Jadavpur 
University, and presented papers at the International Conference on Endangered and Lesser Known Languages 
organized by CIIL at Mysore. CEL staff participated in an International Workshop on Documentation and 
Revitalisation of Endangered Languages held at Mysore, presenting work on the Core Lexicon of the Sherpa 
language.

During the year, a number of meetings of the Advisory Board, the CEL Coordination Committee, and the Inter 
Cluster Meeting were organized by the Centre for Endangered Languages at Gangtok.

ACTIVITY REPORT FOR 2017-18: 
The priority of the SU Central Library during the year has been development of the library collection both in 
printed and electronic forms, along with promotion of usage of the existing Library resources. At the beginning 
of new academic session, the Library organized an Orientation Programme from 25 August to 4 September, 
2017. Attendance was made compulsory for all newly-admitted students to gain membership of the Library. 
At the orientation, students were acquainted with the resources available within the Central Library as well 
as globally. Attendance at the Orientation Programme, which used to be quite thin during previous years, rose 
to 100%. 

The SU Central Library had introduced RFID enabled user-friendly services about 6 years ago. These have 
been further improved by bringing more visibility and virtual access to all resources available anywhere/
anytime on human-held devices. The target of the exercise has been to unite library-users and their resources 
together in a most user-friendly environment, and providing them with an unrestrictive learning space with 
minimal dependence on library staff. More registrations of users for remote access were provided to research 
scholars and faculty members so they could access library resources from outside the university network. 

The Central Library has started editing its on-line catalogue of all resources for more accuracy of each record. 
An innovative approach launched this year has been to add the ‘Contents’ pages of books as a part of the 
descriptive catalogue, with all contents being searchable for each word/term. Similarly, the content pages 
of printed journals continue to be digitized for archival purposes in an institutional repository. The digital 
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repository has also been further strengthened by the addition of more records.

Activity Report for 2017-18:
Sikkim University has been functioning from a number of hired buildings located within and around Gangtok, 
as it does not yet have its own dedicated campus. This poses several challenges in dealing with logistics on a 
day-to-day basis. Through the dedication of its Officers, Faculty and Staff, the SU Administration has been able 
to report several achievements made during year 2017-18.

Construction work valued at Rs. 106.45 crore under Package-1/Phase -1 is proceeding at Yangang, South 
Sikkim, on the new campus for Sikkim University. This comprises structural work on three buildings, viz. the 
Administrative building, the Library building and one Faculty building, along with the principal gate and roads 
leading to the three buildings. Around 30% of the work had been completed by 31st March 2018. Monitoring 
of construction work is being done almost every month by a Monitoring Committee constituted under the 
chairmanship of the Vice-Chancellor, with representation drawn from the University, local government officials 
and responsible local citizens, which oversees the progress of work.

Regular co-ordination is maintained between the University and the Building & Housing Department, 
Government of Sikkim, for rent-assessment of the various buildings hired for use of the University.

Shri P.K. Singh relinquished office as Finance Officer after completing his term. Shri Debasish Pal joined the 
University as new Finance Officer on 11 October 2017, for which the advertisement and selection process had 
been completed before the completion of tenure of the former Finance Officer, in order to maintain continuity. 

During the year, 31 faculty positions (2 of Professors, 9 of Associate Professors and 20 of Assistant Professors) 
were filled against the rolling advertisements published in February and June 2017. In addition, 72 Guest 
Faculty were engaged during the year for various Academic Departments.

In all, vacancies in 24 non-teaching positions were advertised during the year, against which 20 incumbents 
have already joined the University.
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All procurements with an estimated value of Rs. 2 lakhs or above have been carried out through e-tendering, 
through publication on the central public procurement portal of the Government of India. Sixty-eight (68) 
e-tenders were floated during the year.

Cashless medical facilities have been available to students around the year at the Central Referral Hospital, 
Gangtok. 

A new official web-site has been designed and developed for the University on an upgraded Content 
Management platform and with database software, under the guidance of the in-house Web-site Committee. 
The new website is designed in a visitor-friendly manner, focusing on core areas of user access for convenient 
navigation through the website contents. Significant changes have been made in the content categorization 
and standardization, menu organization and link organization. 

A Campus Connect WiFi network has been successfully setup in all University buildings with added security 
features like dedicated user IDs and passwords for individual users, ensuring thereby that the network can 
only be accessed by authorized users. Further, the unified network across all University locations allows users 
to access the network from different university locations using the same access credentials.

A Video Conferencing System has been introduced at the University which will cater to all future video-
conferencing needs of the University, providing remote access to addresses by dignitaries, meeting proceedings 
etc.

A Computer Lab was established for the Departments of Tourism and Commerce at the MMH building. The 
lab setup has been implemented through a client server model with various specialized software packages 
installed on the system, such as SPSS, Amadeus Mundus, Tally etc. The laboratory will service to all computing 
requirements of the two Departments.

Monitoring of the CCTV and Biometric system installed at the University has been centralized by using existing 
optical fiber cable at the University. This has facilitated centralized monitoring of CCTV cameras from the 
Security Office and centralized data retrieval from distributed attendance devices installed at various locations 
in the University.

Two University buses were purchased during the month of June 2017 to ferry students between their 
Departments located along the National Highway.

The University observed Vigilance Awareness Week 2017 between 30th October 2017 and 4th Nov 2017 with the 
theme of “My Vision - Corruption Free India”

Swachhta Pakhwada was observed between from 1st and 15th September 2017 through organized activities like 
upkeep and cleaning of office rooms, class rooms, meeting rooms, hostels, toilets, staircases, parking spaces 
and surroundings of various Academic and Administrative buildings. An essay competition was organized by 
Department of Political Science on topic: ‘What I can do for a Clean India’. 

The University also celebrated the third anniversary of Swachh Bharat by observing ‘Swachhta Hi Seva’ from 
15th September to 2nd October, to further strengthen the existing measures taken to ensure all-round hygiene so 
that this mission-mode programme leads to a mindset of zero-tolerance towards anything that is unhygienic.

Matribhasha Diwas was celebrated on 21st Feb 2017 to promote the use of mother tongue.

For implementation of the Official Language Policy, the University continues to issue all its Notifications, 
Office Orders, Sanction Orders, Leave Sanction Orders and Circulars in bilingual format (Hindi and English).

Over this period, the University has 
established its own identity in higher education in the country, despite the various challenges faced in running 
the University. A report on the financial affairs of the Sikkim University for the financial year 2017-18 and a 
brief report of the Finance Department of the University is made in the following.
 
The year 2017-18 is an important year in the economic affairs of the Indian Union, when the uniform Goods & 
Services Tax (GST) was implemented all over India in one of the most significant tax reforms after Independence. 
Significantly too, the revised scales of pay recommended by the Seventh Pay Commission (7th CPC) have been 
implemented in almost all Higher Education Institutions under the control of the Central Government. These 
two important Governmental decisions have significantly impacted financial affairs at all higher education 
institutions including Sikkim University. 

The University has received Recurring Grants to the tune of Rs. 53.03 crores from UGC for the year.The 
Recurring Grant included Rs.36.51 crores for Salary & Staff Benefits, compare to Rs. 33.54 crores received 
for the preceding year. Hence, there has been an increase of 8.85 % in salary grants, mainly to support 
implementation of 7th CPC and payment of arrears on account of revision pay w.e.f 1st January 2016. The 
second part of the Recurring Grant, meant for non-salary heads, was Rs.16.52 crores, compared to Rs. 18.21 
crores received in the preceding year. Hence, there has been a significant 9.28 % decrease in grants received 
under this head.

The UGC has not released any grant during the year under the head of Capital Assets, out of a grant allocation 
grant of Rs.25.00 crores for Buildings and Rs.1.00 crore each for Equipment, Books & Journals and other 
Infrastructure. However, Campus construction is under progressing under the UGC 12th Plan allocation and 
the bills are coming in regularly. In this year was have released Hence, an amount of Rs.20.25 crores was 
released during the year for Building Construction, and Rs. 4.27 crores for Equipment, Books & Journals and 
other Infrastructure, out of the 12th Plan allocation and the allocation for 2017-18.

The Academic receipts of the University for the year were Rs. 2.34 crores, compared receipts of Rs.1.58 crores 
over the previous year. The University also had other receipts to the tune of Rs.8.78 crores, including the 
interest income from term deposits for managing investments of temporarily idle funds. A snap short of head-
wise income is provided in the description below.
 
There has been steady increase in the recurring expenditure during the year on all the major heads. Manpower 
expenses were Rs. 39.55 crores this year, compared to Rs.27.31 crores in the previous year. Almost 44.78 % of 
the enhancement in this head is mainly due to the release of the 7th CPC arrears salary. There has been overall 
increase of 7 % in recurring expenses on other heads, except depreciation. 

The 7th CPC payscales were implemented, beginning from the salary payable for March 2018, after approval 
at the meeting of the Finance Committee held on 26th March 2018, with waiver being recommended for 
the clause concerning 30 % own-revenue generation for non-teaching employees. The UGC subsequently 
approved the waiver of the condition vide its order no. F.11-1/2017(CU), dated 20th June 2018. The arrears 
on revision of Basic Pay and DA were also released within the 31st March 2018. Unfortunately, the University 
authorities were compelled to take a simultaneous decision for withdrawing rental support for the employees 
of the University.

Thirty-nine (39) research projects funded by DST, DBT, UGC, ICSSR, and the Sikkim Government, etc., are 
currently running under various Schools, with grants of Rs. 6.43 crores for the current year. The University has 
earned around Rs.14.68 lakhs by way of overheads, from the research projects. In addition to above grants for 
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research projects, the University has received direct fellowship grants of Rs. 73.33 lakhs from different funding 
agencies. Receipts of overhead earnings are being utilized for Project Research Awards of Rs.75,000/- each to 
selected young teachers and Rs.20,000/- each as Best Publication Awards to teachers. 

Inspite of limitations, the University is endeavouring to extend financial support to its students, by way of 
granting fee-exemptions, viz. half-freeships and full-freeships, as well as granting special monthly stipends to 
economically- weaker students, in addition to full-free benefits on hostel seat rents granted to SC/ST students. 
During the year, around 257 such students were benefited with financial support of Rs. 24.85 lakhs.

On 30th November 2017, the University organized a One-day Workshop on ‘Implementation of Goods and 
Services Tax(GST) in India’, for all staff of the University to improve their knowledge of the changes in the 
Indirect Taxation system of the country, and the impact of GST in the financial affairs of the University. All staff 
of Finance Department participated in the Workshop. 

Shri Chandan Talukdar, Joint Registrar (Finance), has participated in a five-days Special Course on ‘Financing 
in Higher Education’, organized by NUEPA at Manipur University between 30th October to 3rd November 2017. 
Shri Debasish Pal, Finance Officer, participated in a five-day Academic Leadership Training Programme (Type-
II) held at the Central University of South Bihar, Gaya, under the Pandit Madan Mohan Malaviya National 
Mission on Teachers and Teaching (PMMMNMTT) of MHRD, GoI, between 29th January and 3rd February 
2018.

The Ministry of Human Resource Development has introduced a revised format of accounts, and the University 
has started reporting of annual accounts in the prescribed format from the financial year 2014-15. The Annual 
Accounts for the current year together the Auditor’s report are placed before both Houses of Parliament within 
the stipulated time, after approval of the appropriate authorities of the University.

2017-18 Activity Report:
The Examination Department is a nodal centre for activities under any university system. Its regular activities 
include exercises such as carrying out all pre- and post-examination procedures for the smooth conducting 
of semester-end examinations, under conditions of close scrutiny and confidentiality. The Examination 
Department also arranges Examiners for the research programmes undertaken at University Departments, and 
directly supervising, monitoring and managing their stay and travel. Being alive to its responsibilities as one 
of the busiest Departments of the University, the Examinations Department tries to deliver the services it is 
mandated to perform with promptness and with integrity. 

During the period under report, the Examination Department has routinely conducted semester-end 
examinations both at University Departments and affiliated Colleges, ensuring fast processing of results to the 
extent feasible, for the benefit of the students concerned. The Department is happy that it could process and 
publish all Examination results within a period of twenty days from the end of the examinations. Semester-
wise and Degree-wise details of Students appearing and passing in various examinations are appended as 
separate tables below.

The Examination Department remained engaged around the year in the preparation, sorting and sending of 
examination-related materials to all institutions concerned, and was by and large able to stick to the relevant 
schedules for each such task. The Department has also also reasonably sorted and settled the long-pending 
cases brought to its notice by the concerned stakeholders. 

The Department arranged for suitable amendments to the Rules and Regulations on Conduct of Examinations, 
with a view to streamlining the examination process further, by incorporating relevant updates that make 
the system more transparent, operation-friendly and quality-oriented. Processes leading to notification of M. 
Phil/ Ph. D results have also been synchronized and all official work relating to such notifications is speedily 
dispensed with, in order to make the existing system more student-friendly. The Examination Department was 
one of the key contributors to the successful organization of the Fourth Convocation of the University.
The Examination Department has facilitated the holding of the centralized admission test conducted by the 
University at five (5) different centres in three different states, and has managed to process the test results in 
the least possible time, to enable speeding up of the admission process. The Department could achieve this, 
despite the acute hardships of limited infrastructure and limited staff availability.

An automation system has been made operational by the Examination Department in order to fully facilitate 
the efficient processing of online registration forms and examination applications received from students, 
thus helping to monitor and maintain speed of the mechanism for processing such records smoothly and in 
an error-free manner. The Department has also put a system in place for online generation of Hall Tickets for 
students at all Departments and affiliated Colleges, in order to provide these faster through an on-click button 
service. The Department also has a dedicated email ID, to ensure that all clarifications and queries made to the 
Examination Department are attended positively within 24 hours on all the working days of the week. As part 
of its regular workload, the Examination Department engages in processing and preparing various datasheets 
as and when required, for onward submission to concerned authorities like the UGC, the MHRD and other 
government and statutory bodies.
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The Examination Department has responded to scores of RTI queries made by individuals and various 
governmental/non-governmental agencies, with all the promptness it has at its command. The Department 
has also ensured the provision of adequate and timely responses to all the requests it has received from various 
agencies, including government agencies, for verification of students’ antecedents.

The Admission Notification for 2017–18 was issued on 17 April 2017, with the last date for receipt of online 
applications being given till midnight on 10 May 2017. After scrutiny, the list of eligible candidates along 
with their respective Centres of Examination was uploaded on 16 May 2017. Admission advertisements were 
notified in 5 UG Departments, 32 PG Departments, 11 Departments for M.Phil. and 25 Departments for Ph.D. 
A total of 3290 applications was received, out of which 2147 candidates were declared eligible for the writing 
the CAT [Central Admission Test]. Five centres were set up for conducting CAT tests at Gangtok, Namchi, 
Gyalshing, Siliguri and Guwahati. 

Based on the CAT performance and the selection procedures adopted for admission to M.Phil and Ph.D, the 
first list of selected candidates was declared on 16 June 2017. Admissions from the first list started on the same 
day and continued till 3 July 2017. The second list of selections was uploaded on 4 July 2017, and admissions 
from the second list were carried out from 5-7 July 2017. Counseling for vacant seats was conducted on 24 
July 2017. At the conclusion of the admission process, a total of 771 students had been admitted against the 
intake capacity of 853, amounting to the 90.4 %. From this total, 55.8 % candidates were female and 44.2 
% were male. The reservation policies of the Central Government were strictly adhered to entirely during the 
admission process.

Selection for Hostel admissions was carried out by a committee comprising all Wardens and the Provost. 
Uniform admission procedures were followed during all seat allocations. The main criteria for selection were:
1. Merit
2. Eligible candidates should not be from the conglomerate Gangtok Municipal Corporation.
3. Reservation to be provided as per Central Government guidelines.
4. Hostel seats for UG, PG and research Scholars to be allocated in the ratio 3:6:1.
A total of 135 Hostel seats (53 male and 82 female) fell vacant during the year, against which allocations were 
made through five lists.
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Sikkim University offers merit-cum-means scholarships to eligible students enrolled in various study 
programmes in its Departments. Students with average family income of less than Rs. 60,000/- per annum, 
who are receiving no other financial assistance, are eligible to apply for these scholarships. In the year 2017-
18, Sikkim University awarded 64 full fellowships @ Rs 3000/- per month to students. Another 64 full free-
ships and 128 half free-ships were awarded to needy students. Of the total scholarship applicants, 95.32 % 
were able to secure a scholarship in one form or the other type. In addition, candidates not fulfilling the merit 
criteria who were at the verge of discontinuing their studies due to economic reasons were identified and given 
fellowships on humanitarian grounds 

Sikkim University has an elected students’ body called the Sikkim University Students’ Association [SUSA]. 
SUSA was first constituted on 3rd October 2016, following the election held on 23rd September. Sikkim University 
successfully conducted the 2nd SUSA election on 8 September 2017, and the elected body was reformed on 
11.09.2017. The following members were elected to various posts:

Under guidance from the Vice Chancellor, the Office of the DSW has designed and launched the web- page 
for Alumni Association on 2nd July 2017. The Office of the DSW is also maintaining the database of outgoing 
students for the Alumni Association. So far, the Office has assembled a database of around 2391 outgoing 
students. Based on information on registrations sent by the Departments, the Office of the DSW is also 
maintaining the database of PhD students enrolled in the different Departments. The Office is also maintaining 
the Semester-wise database of the continuing students, starting from the Spring (Even) Semester 2016, to till 
date.

ACTIVITY REPORT FOR 2017-18:
On International Yoga Day, a Yoga session was organised by the NSS Cell at the Raap Jyor Cauvery Multipurpose 
Hall on 21st June 2017. 

Under directives of the NSS Directorate, the NSS Cell organized a voluntary programme titled ‘Care for the 
Surroundings: Cleanliness of the Department’. As part of the programme, the environs of the Departments of 
Education, Commerce, Management and Geology were cleaned by NSS volunteers between 1-15 August 2017. 
Under directives from MHRD, Swachhta Pakhwada was observed at Sikkim University between 1st-15th 
September 2017.

SUNTSA ACTIVITIES DURING 2017-18:
SUNTSA submitted a memorandum to the University Authority requesting the revision of existing Recruitment 
and Promotion rules for Non-Teaching employees as many of the cadre groups are not happy with the changes 
made in existing rules. 

SUNSTA submitted a representation requesting the University to hire sufficient buildings for the provision 
of residential quarters for some of its employees till such time that the University moves to its own campus, 
and also alternatively suggested the enhancement of rates for HRA from 10% to 20% (6th CPC) in Sikkim 
University. In Nagaland, at the Central University, HRA is being paid @20% (as per 6th CPC), while Sikkim 
University has withdrawn the rental subsidy/rental support being provided to some of its employees.

SUNTSA submitted a memorandum on 3rd May 2017 to the University Authority requesting the maintenance 
of uniformity in the Bio-metric attendance system for all groups of employees, as done in the past, or blanket-
relaxation to all employees in respect of attendance.

SUNTSA submitted a representation on 20.06.2018 requesting the felicitation of some non-teaching employees 
by the University in commemoration of the 10th Foundation Day celebrations.

3 Inpatient Facilities : SU students, employees and their dependents are provided inpatient facilities at the 

clinic itself.
4 Dispensary Facility: The Centre houses all essential drugs, both oral as well as injectables. Drugs are 

dispensed by the Staff Nurse on the prescription of the Medical Officer.
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5 Ambulance Facility: An ambulance vehicle is provided for medical emergencies.
6 Counseling Services: The Centre acts as a health counseling centre.
7 First Aid Service: First-aid kits are distributed to different Department going on study tours and field trips.
8 DOTS Services: The Health Centre acts as a Direct Observation and Treatment [Short Course] DOTS Centre 

for tuberculosis monitoring and control.
9 Referral Services: The Health Centre acts as a referral centre for students needing investigations and 

specialized treatment.

ACTIVITY REPORT FOR 2017-18:
Students are the most important section in any society and it would not be amiss to say that students are the 
building blocks of each society. Student life has always symbolized the most exciting part of one’s life. People 
often romanticize student life, describing it as the most exciting segment of their life. Life in a university is 
full of happenings, including examinations, social gatherings, class presentations, performance pressures, 
competition, field trips, relationships and so on. Each person has the right to make the best out of his or her 
student life by making it pleasantly memorable. This can be accomplished by achieving and maintaining 
physical and mental health to create a fine balance in life. 

In order to help students in their aspirational journeys, Sikkim University has been offering the facility of 
counseling and psychotherapy since October 2014, for the benefit of students, teachers, other university staff 
and their family dependants. This counselling service is looked after by the teachers specializing in clinical 
psychology as well as other teachers having vast experience in providing counseling. The counseling service 
helps students in overcoming their personal, academic and social problems in order to flourish in life. The 
counsellers also engage in dealing with problems associated with stress and health, and interpersonal strains, 
and help in resolving internal dilemmas and difficulties, ageing, substance abuse, disability, behavioural 
problems, neuropsychological assessment and rehabilitation, etc.
 
Aims of the Counseling Service
The aim of counselling is to help students clarify issues, gain insight into their feelings and thoughts and deal 
effectively with their problems. 

SAMADHAN Objectives:

Samadhan has been established at Sikkim University with the objectives of
(i) facilitating the personal, academic, and social growth of students.
(ii) assisting students in achieving better understanding of their individual problems and potentials.
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(iii) helping students to enhance their positive decision-making abilities.
(iv) equipping the students with skills to face the challenges in life.

SAMADHAN Assessment and Counseling Services:
A wide range of assessment and counseling services are being provided by SAMADHAN, both at individual 
and group levels. The problems dealt with include

a) anxieties related to tests and examinations
b) anxiety related to parents and siblings back at home
c) lack of motivation in studies
d) difficulty in relating to other social groups/class-mates/room-mates
e) underachievement in tests and examinations
f) peer-group pressures for smoking/drinking/other substance abuse
g) adjustment problems
h) temperamental problems 
i) relationship problems
j) homesickness
k) feelings of sadness or loneliness
l) problems in concentration
m) career anxieties
n) habit problems (over/under eating, alcoholism, substance abuse, etc.) 
o) low self-confidence 
p) low self-esteem
q) sleep disturbances (sleeping too much or too little, sleeping too late or too early) 
r) procrastinating and postponing important tasks 
s) thoughts about life and death 
t) sexual concerns 

Help is also offered to students in dealing with any other problem affecting their personal, academic and social 
functioning.

SAMADHAN also provides free and confidential counselling services, comprising 
(i) individual counselling
(ii) group counselling
(iii) family counselling
(iv) relaxation therapies
(v) psychotherapies
(vi) referral services

Highlights of Achievement of the SAMADHAN Cell:
Number of new clients every month: 5 to 7 on the average
Average sessions required per new case: 2 to 3 sessions on the average
In all, about 132 cases have been handled by SAMADHAN. 

1) A few trained research scholars from the Department of Psychology as well as experienced faculty 
members provide free counselling services to students and staff members of Sikkim University from 
the Samadhan Centre.

2) Individual counselling sessions are conducted in which individual psychological problems of various 
types are addressed. These sessions span a wide range of problem areas, as mentioned above.

3) The Counselling Team maintains liaison with the Psychiatry Department of Sikkim Manipal University 
(SMU), Gangtok, for referral some of the cases for medical intervention.

4) Depending on the nature of their problems, various psychological tests are also applied on clients as 
and when needed.

5) Prof. Rashmi Jaipal from USA provided Orientation Training to the SAMADHAN Team of Counsellors 
from the Department of Psychology, Sikkim University. The aim of the orientation was to enable the 
team to provide counselling to students experiencing various psychological problems, so that they can 
manage stress-related problems and maintain a healthy lifestyle. 
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Future Proposals on Mental Health & Well-Being Services:

1.  Group Counselling Sessions: 
 Group Counselling Sessions will be conducted in various Departments and Hostels, aimed at facilitating 

the personal, academic and social growth of students. The Group Sessions conducted at the Departments 
would regularly focus on
a) time management
b) making effective class presentations
c) dealing with exam anxiety
d) learning effective study skills
e) stress management
f) anger management
g) developing effective social skills, and so on.

2. Free Mental Health Awareness Camp: 
 The Health Awareness Camp would be organised in coordination with students’ organisations at Sikkim 

University, with sufficient emphasis being given to the importance of maintaining positive mental health. 
The SAMADHAN team of psychiatrists and counsellors would also extend their services to individual 
students facing psychological problems.

3. Related IEC Materials
 Printed materials like pamphlets, leaflets, folders, etc., on psychological and mental health would be 

developed for regular distribution to students.
4. Networking with STNM Hospital & Sikkim Manipal University: 
 An MoU would be signed to provide Counsellors’ training and free counselling and mental health services, 

through collaboration with the Psychiatry Department of STNM Hospital & Sikkim Manipal University.
5. Awareness Workshops: 
 Specialised Awareness Workshops would be organized on Personality Development, and on the Prevention 

of Alcoholism & Substance Abuse.
6. Community Mental Health Services: 

 Community mental health services would be subsequently extended over East Sikkim at a later stage.

Guest House Activity Report for 2017-18: 
Sikkim University has persistingly endeavoured to provide the best affordable services and facilities to its 
valued visitors. To fulfil this objective, the University maintains a fully-furnished hired property in the Gangtok 
Development Area, with 18 decently fitted rooms that serve as the University Guest House. A spectacular 
panoramic view of Paljor Stadium and the Gangtok township is visible from the SU Guest House. Located 
within 10 minutes walking -distance from MG Marg, the prime marketing location of Gangtok, the University 
Guest House has 1 VIP Suite, 2 Super Deluxe rooms and 15 Deluxe rooms, which can accommodate about 30 
plus guests at any given time. The entire building is Wi-Fi enabled, and each room is provided with an LED 
TV, intercom connectivity, along with basic amenities like cupboard, reading tables, etc., to make the stay of 
the University’s esteemed guests as comfortable as possible. The Dining Hall on the ground floor is equipped 
to provide the guests with hot, healthy and delicious food. In addition to security guards being deployed 
round the clock, the entire building is kept under CCTV surveillance to ensure that the safety and security of 
guests never get compromised. The Guest House building has a standard elevator installed with a heavy-duty 
generator, so that power outages do not cause discomfort to Guest House residents.
 
Staffed with 1 Receptionist, 2 Housekeeping staff and a Cook, besides the deployed security staff, the Guest 
House leaves no stone unturned in its striving to fulfil the expectations of its guests. In booking Guest House 
accommodation, the Guest House management goes by the first come-first served principle, and charges the 
nominal amount of Rs. 1,000/- per night per room. Guests visiting the University on invitation, who normally 
account for 80-90 % of total Guest House bookings, are provided free accommodation. Online booking of 
accommodation through email request is enabled, and bookings can also be made using the prescribed 
proforma provided on the University website at www.cus.ac.in. Subject to availability, Guest House bookings 
are usually confirmed through a return email. To handle accomodation matters and for proficient upkeep of 
records, the Guest House management has recently automated the booking and billing section using software 
dedicated to handle such jobs.
